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Eastern Oregon football player Dylan Steigers died Sunday after suffering a head injury during a scrimmage.

The school said Steigers, who was 21 years old, was hurt late Saturday. He left the field under his own power, but later vomited on the sideline -- a sign of a concussion.

Steigers was transported to Grand Ronde Hospital, then sent to Saint Alphonsus Regional Medical Center in Boise, Idaho, where he died. Medical personnel said Steigers suffered an acute subdural hematoma as the result of a blow to the head.

"One of the most difficult situations I think that you could ever be in is when you lose a member of your family," said Eastern Oregon head coach Tim Camp. "It is very difficult time for our coaches and our players. We will provide these fine young men with the mentoring and help they need to get through this very difficult situation."

Steigers was a transfer from the University of Montana and would have been eligible to play at the NAIA school in the fall.

"It's hard to describe the emotions we all feel about losing Dylan," said EOU president Bob Davies. "I sat with Dylan's family during the scrimmage and had the chance to connect with them. Dylan is an exceptional young man who loved to play football, and he had a bright future ahead of him. This is a loss we will feel for a very long time. We are reaching out to Dylan's family in this time of loss."

Steigers is survived by his parents, Tim and Cindy, of Missoula, Montana, two- year old daughter London, and partner, Liz.
